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“The continued search for space, the Stamp Duty extension and 
mortgage guarantees will support activity levels and headline house 
price growth up to the end of June. Yet the pathway out of the 
lockdown, and the route to a full re-opening of the economy and 
unwinding of support measures, is unlikely to be simple or smooth. 
We still expect house price growth to moderate later in the year, 
but overall transactions are set to benefit from an additional boost 
following the Stamp Duty extension and tapering.”
